On Thursday, March 31, from 3:00 p.m. to 6:00 p.m., the Memorial Health (Red Barn) Gymnasium at APSU will be set up to receive your project. It must be set up by 6:00 p.m. on Thursday, March 31st.  Judging will begin on Friday, April 1st, at 8:00 a.m.   All projects will be on display on Friday, April 1st, from 3:00 p.m. - 6:00 p.m. for the general public.  Any project removed before 6:00 p.m. will forfeit all rights for an award. 


An awards ceremony will be held for all participants on Friday, April 1st at 6:30 p.m. in the Dunn Center at APSU.   All participants receive a medal (along with a t-shirt you receive when your project is dropped off for judging).  Your project can be removed at 6:00 p.m. and must be picked up no later than 8:00 p.m. on Friday, April 1st.   


The awards, sponsored by the Clarksville Department of Electricity, will be as follows: 
• 1st place = $100.00 savings bond 
• 2nd place = $75.00 savings bond 
• 3rd place = $50.00 savings bond 


In addition to monetary awards, a trophy will be awarded to the elementary school with the most winners. The winner of this trophy will be determined by a point system. For each winner in each category points will be given as follows: 

• 1st place = 3 points 
• 2nd place = 2 points 
• 3rd place = 1 point  

The school with the most points overall will be the school winner (Burt Elementary and St. Bethlehem will be paired for this competition).

Please remember that the following 6 components are required for all projects participating in the countywide science fair: 
• TITLE - This should be an attention getter! 
• PURPOSE - It must be stated in measurable terms. 
• MATERIALS - Include a list of all resources used. 
• PROCEDURE - Include a step-by-step report on what was done. 
• RESULTS/DATA - What did you observe? (graph-optional) 
• CONCLUSION - This is the answer to the purpose based on the results of the project. 

If these 6 criteria are not clearly met the project will be eliminated from the competition and will not be judged.  If your project was missing one of these components, I have highlighted it above.

To: Memorial Health Gymnasium 

From: College Street (towards the Cumberland River)
Traveling on College Street, the APSU campus will be located on your right. After the intersection of College St. and University Avenue, turn right onto Drane Street. (First road after stop light.) You will pass the following buildings on your right: McReynold’s, Ellington, and Miller Hall. Memorial Health is the next building after Miller Hall. Some parking is available on Drane Street in front of the building. For additional parking, turn right into lot immediately following Miller Hall. If you continue around this drive, more parking is available behind the Memorial Health Building. 

From: 2nd Avenue (towards downtown)

From 2nd Avenue, come to intersection with College Street. At the light, turn left. The APSU campus will be located on your left. Once on College Street, immediately after the Baptist Student Center, turn left onto Drane Street. You will pass the following buildings on your right: McReynold’s, Ellington, and Miller Hall. Memorial Health is the next building after Miller Hall. Some parking is available on Drane Street in front of the building. For additional parking, turn right into lot immediately following Miller Hall. If you continue around this drive, more parking is available behind the Memorial Health Building.

To: Dunn Center Gymnasium
