TEST-OUT OPTION FOR MATH 1410
1. To qualify, a student must have a college-level mathematics course taken within the past 5 years with grade of B or better.  (Note:  This cannot be the same course as the one being used to satisfy the third math course requirement of the IS program.)

2. The student will be given a list of the objectives of the course and the syllabus from the previous semester.

3. The test will be administered during final exam week.

4. A score of 75% or better will earn the right to substitute the college-level mathematics course identified in step 1 for MATH 1410.

5. A student may attempt to test out only once.  Upon the failure to make at least 75% on the given test, the student will be required to take MATH 1410 to meet that requirement of the program.

To apply for the test-out option, complete the attached form and send it to Dr. Mary Lou Witherspoon, Box 4626 APSU, Mathematics Department.

The test will be given each Fall and Spring semester during final examination week.  Check with the Mathematics Department as to the time and place.

MATH 1410 is designed specifically for those seeking elementary or middle school licensure.  In the course, we study in depth the important mathematical concepts that are taught in elementary and middle school.  There is a strong emphasis on problem solving and knowing several ways to approach problems.  We use manipulatives, strategies, and other resources that are appropriate for teaching mathematics.  MATH 1410 and 1420 prepare you for success in teaching mathematics.  During MATH 4100, you will spend time in an elementary school teaching mathematics.  The faculty who teach that course think it is VITAL that our students have an adequate background in the content so that we can assure the schools that allow us to work with their children that the time will be well-spent. The Mathematics Department faculty urge you to consider the test-out option ONLY if your background in both mathematics and education is very strong.  The test-out option should not be considered if the only motivation is convenience.
